The test will be divided by units:  There will be a brief section on early man, one on Greece, one on Rome, a brief section on the other classical civilizations, here will also be a section of the test dedicated to religion – we have covered Christianity, Hinduism, Buddhism, Judaism and Islam. The last section of the test will be Europe in the Middle Ages.
